Dubbed “Professor Popsicle” by Outside
magazine and “Dr. Cool” by Reader’s
Digest, Gordon Giesbrecht, Ph.D. is a
professor of thermophysiology at the
University of Manitoba in Winnipeg,
Canada. Gordon runs the Laboratory for
Exercise and Environmental Medicine

where he studies human responses to exercise/work in
extreme environments.

Dr. Giesbrecht loves the outdoors and combines practical
experience as a wilderness instructor with 20 years of
human cold research. He has conducted hundreds of
laboratory and field trials, which have led to publication of
over 100 articles about cold physiology and pre-hospital
care for human hypothermia.
